NOTICE REGARDING VOTER REGISTRATION AND 

AVAILABILITY OF ABSENTEE BALLOTS FOR 

NOVEMBER 8, 2011 MUNICIPAL ELECTION

Voter Registration:  To be eligible to register to vote in the November 8, 2011 Municipal Election, a person must: be a United States Citizen; be a resident of a Connecticut town; be at least 17 years old (must turn 18 before election day); and have completed confinement and parole if previously convicted of a felony and have had their voting rights restored by Registrar.  Any such person must complete a State of Connecticut Voter Registration Card in their town of residence and return the card to either the Registrar of Voters or the Town Clerk. Registrations must be received by registrars in applicant’s town of residence by October 25, 2011, and mailed registration applications must be postmarked by this date, for the applicant to be entitled to vote in the election.  Applicants may apply in person up until November 1, 2011.  Any registrations postmarked after October 25th or received in person after November 1st will not be eligible to vote in the November 8, 2011 election with the exception of those people who become 18 years of age, U.S. citizens or residents of town between October 25th and November 8th, 2011.

Upon completion, the signed original must be mailed or hand-delivered to the Registrar of Voters or the Town Clerk, 100 Hill Road, P.O. Box 1028, Redding, CT  06875.

Absentee Ballots:  
Any person who would be eligible to vote in the Municipal Election to be held on November 8, 2011 if he or she appeared in person, and is unable to appear in person for one or more of the reasons set forth in Connecticut General Statutes Section 9-135, may cast his or her vote by absentee ballot.  Any such person who is eligible to vote by absentee ballot may apply in person or by mail to the Town Clerk of Redding, as applicable, for an absentee ballot for the November 8, 2011 election.  Absentee ballots will be available in the Town Clerk’s Office from 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Monday-Wednesday and 8:30 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on Thursday starting October 10, 2011.  The Town Clerk will also be available to process applications and absentee ballots Saturday, November 5, 2011 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. at the Town Hall.
