  Redding Park and Recreation – Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:40 p.m.  
The minutes from October 24, 2005 were unanimously approved, with the addition of Steve DiCostanza’s name to the attendance of that meeting.
PUBLIC COMMENT/LETTERS/CORRESPONDENCE:  
· Mr. Degener spoke about the fields’ issue. He received an email with regard to a recent article published in the Redding Pilot. The article suggested that an outdoor lit basketball court should be included for any plans at JRMS.
· Mr. Blick contacted an individual who had complained about lack of access to the building because of locked doors. Although thought to be resolved by planning to leave a key at the police department, a key was not available on another occasion involving the same person, leading to another complaint, despite his best efforts. There may be a key box installed that will be accessible by the police to assist if personnel are unavailable in the future.  
There was no correspondence or letters received.    
DIRECTORS REPORT:  There was discussion as to the high school pick up basketball game program. Only 5 participants had signed up at the time of the meeting, and 20 participants are needed to run the program. The program cost is $85, and includes a shirt, a referee and supervision. Mr. Degener will send out an email to try to generate more interest. There is concern that the fee may be to high for an average player who wants to play without the exclusivity of a team atmosphere. The program may take on a format similar to the Open Gym program. All agreed that this is a great opportunity for high school aged players to just get together for pick up games. 
JBHS BUILDING COMMITTEE:  This sub-committee will be eliminated from the agenda.
FINANCE COMMITTEE:  Jarod Smith will replace Tom Morrison on this sub-committee.
PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT AND EVALUATION COMMITTEE:  No updates.

TOPSTONE PARK ENHANCEMENT COMMITTEE:  No updates.
ORGANIZATION/PERSONNEL: No updates.
ATHLETIC FIELDS COMMITTEE:  Discussed in Public Comment. The next meeting of the RAFC is scheduled for December 6, 2005.
RCC GROUNDS COMMITTEE:  Joe Dolan is no longer a member of this committee, as he now serves on the Board of Finance. No formal update. Mr. Blick received praise from Mr. Degener as to his management of the RCC fields. Mr. Blick may attempt dedicating fields to specific sports groups, (soccer, lacrosse, etc.) in the spring season. 

WEBSITE:  Sue Kuloweic is working on the mock website. Mr. Blick will work up the text and photos. There is some difficulty with the message board concept within the virtual town hall format.
Mr. Blick asked for volunteers to take photographs for the website.  

NEW BUSINESS:  No new business.
