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WATER POLLUTION CONTROL COMMISSION

MINUTES

January 8, 2003

Mr. Konow called the January 8, 2003 meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion:  That the Water Pollution Control Commission approve the minutes of the meeting of December 4, 2002 as submitted. Pattee, Stroetzel. Approved. Unanimous.

US FILTER REPORT

Mr. Matt Isles was present with his written report for the month of December. The treatment plant was in compliance with all permit requirements. 

a. UV lamps:  Mr. Isles contacted Aqua Aerobics for an estimate for the equipment for controlling the UV system with a computer program. The program would turn the UV lamps off when they is no flow. Mr. Isles was to check further to determine if he & staff could install the equipment or if Aqua Aerobics had to come in for the installation. 

Motion:  That the Water Pollution Control Commission authorize Mr. Isles to pursue the computerization of the operation of the UV system for an amount not to exceed $1,000. Stroetzel, Pattee. Approved. Unanimous.

b. Alarm System:  United Radio Alarm has determined that a radio alarm system would not be 100% accurate. They suggested a digital auto dialer. Mr. Isles estimates the cost of an eight zone auto dialer to be in the range of $1400-1500. The monthly feel for monitoring the auto dialer would be $17.50. This could eliminate the town’s telephone and lease line.

Motion:  That the Water Pollution Control Commission authorize Mr. Isles to purchase and install an 8-zone auto dialer as discussed for a sum not to exceed $1750. This action is in lieu of the discussion/decision taken at the December meeting. Campbell, Moisio. Approved. Unanimous.

c. Work Platform:  Mr. Isles recommended the use of a portable platforms and rolling ladder for the maintenance of sand filters. This item was discussed at previous meetings as equipment that OMI was to have put in place while they were operating the plant. 

Motion:  That the Water Pollution Control Commission authorize Mr. Isles to pursue the purchase of two roll-around work platforms for the front and back of the sand filter system. The cost of the platforms is to be charged against the OMI escrow account. Campbell, Moisio. Approved. Unanimous.

d. Generator:  There was a long duration power failure on December 26 due to a snow storm that took down a tree and power line. Mr. Isles reported the generator powered all necessary equipment except for the sand filter and equalization pumps. The equalization tank had adequate storage to hold the decanted water until power was restored at 3:00 am on December 27. Mr. Campbell stated that the original agreement with Meadow Ridge for the design of the plant specified generator capacity to operate all equipment in the event of a power failure. The engineer was to specify a generator of the proper size for the requirement. Mr. Isles will check further to determine if the existing generator is of the correct size to power all the equipment and will report back to the Commission at the next meeting.

e. Snow plowing:  U.S.Filter personnel have plowed the driveway to access the plant. This service is not a part of their contract. Mr. Konow is in contact with the Highway Department to have them provide for snow plowing on a regular basis.

STATUS OF INSPECTION/REPAIR OF WATER METERS

Mr. Konow reported that Eastern Water attempted to replace/repair the water meter at 73 Redding Road, the Professional Building, but did not have the proper equipment with them. They will return to do the work. Mr. Konow has a list with the necessary contact information so that Eastern Water can set up appointments to get the 14 meters repaired or replaced. The Commission hopes the repair work can be completed by the first of March.

FINANCIAL STATUS

The Controller provided no financial report. It has been several months since a report has been provided.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Campbell visited the Meadow Ridge project for an update on occupancy. The present occupation is 200 persons in 140 apartments, 15 Life Care occupants, and a staff of 90 full time an 40 part time. The flow meter measuring discharge into the sewer system for Redding Life Care is not working, but is expected to be operational in the spring. The Sewer Treatment billing for the facility is currently based on water inflow readings provided by Aquarion Water. The billing for the 9 months ending January 6, 2003 was $33,905.59.
