REGULAR MEETING

Frank Taylor called the regular meeting of the Redding Zoning Commission to order at 8:30 p.m. and seated Mr. Ventricelli for Mr. Karraker.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF OCTOBER 12, 2005

Mr. Casiello made a motion to approve the regular meeting minutes of October 12, 2005 as submitted.  Mr. Gordon seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PUBLIC HEARING OF OCTOBER 12, 2005

Mr. Casiello made a motion to approve the public hearing minutes of October 12, 2005 as submitted.  Mr. Gordon seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.

3. Calvary Independent Baptist Church, 2 Side Cut Road

Mr. Gordon made a motion to approve the application submitted by Calvary Independent Baptist Church for a special application for a new church on 711 and 715 Redding Road as submitted.  Mr. Casiello seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.  

4. Candice Benyei, 29 Giles Hill Road

Candice Benyei was present as well as Attorney Robert Fuller and Attorney Karen Stansberry.  

Attorney Fuller explained that the primary use of the property is as a farm, which is a permitted use and is allowed as of right.  There is only one nonconforming use on the property and that is the amount of horses, which will be decreased from 25 to twenty.  

The proposal is for the construction of a building on the property which will be located 140 feet from the front property line and the rear property lines.  They feel that the building is in conformance.  It will be twenty six feet high and the parking areas will be away from the property lines and also meet the zoning requirements.  Screening is proposed for the Richardson property.  

Attorney Fuller does not feel that a special permit is needed nor a land management plan.  
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Attorney Fuller referenced 1-1(q) of the State Statutes for the definition of agriculture and farming.  

Ms. Benyei also stated that she has a Farmer’s Tax Exempt Form and is taxed as a farm.  She further explained that they have always ridden the horses outside in the winter and the building would be a permitted use as if they were riding the horses before.  There is no expansion of use. 

Attorney Karen Stansberry stated that she is riding the horses she already has and is not building to add more horses.

Mr. Casiello made a motion that this application will not require a special permit.  Mr. Sanford seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.  

Frank Taylor questioned the amount of cut and fill required.  Ms. Benyei indicated that approximately 1300 yards of material will be moved around and nothing is coming in or off the site.

Mr. Taylor recommended that they install anti-tracking pads for equipment coming in and off the site during construction.

Mr. Casiello made a motion to approve the application by Candice Benyei for a new building on property located at 29 Giles Hill Road.  Mr. Sanford seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.

5. Dirk and Alice Schwarz, 19 Lee Lane

Mr. Gormley explained to the Commission that approximately 500 cubic yards of material would need to be brought in to complete this expansion.

Mr. Taylor explained that an earth material permit would be required as well as a public hearing on any amount over 300 yards.  

Mr. Clark, Landscape Architect, was present and presented plans which were approved by the Conservation Commission.  The property consists of 2.6 acres and has two wetlands on the site.  The proposal is to develop a new driveway and pool area.  The existing driveway will be removed.  

The Commission scheduled a public hearing for December 14, 2005 at 7:30 p.m.
